1.  David compromised               his moral authority to lead the people.

2.  David broke        civil and religious laws - punishable         by death.

3.  He compromised his relationship    with God.

Consequence:
1.  Humiliation. -vs. 11-12

2.  Rebellion and dissension in Davids family                   .   -vs. 11

3.  Death of a child.  -vs. 14

 -God is not “pilling    on”.

 -God is not going to reward  bad behavior.

 -This is not prescriptive          but descriptive      !

Grief & Getting Up:

1.  Don’t hide you feelings  .

2.  Don’t stop praying        .

3.  David accepts           God, on God’s terms                 .

4.  Focus on the future                .

Grace:

1.  David receives   what he doesn’t deserve           .

2.  Bathsheba gives us Solomon          .

3.  We receive                what we don’t deserve             , at the expense 

of Jesus, who received                 what he didn’t deserve              .
