Uses of The Greek word “#rino”

# 1 — Titus 3:12 — As soon as I send Artemas or Tychicus to you, do
your best to come to me at Nicopolis, because | have decided to winter
there.

Means: to decide, to distinguish, to discern, or to resolve.

# 2 — John 18:31 — Pilate said, “Take him yourselves and judge him by
your own law.”

Refers to a courtroom setting and judging something in a court of law

# 3 — 1 Corinthians 4:5 — Therefore judge nothing before the appointed
time; wait till the Lord comes. He will bring to light what is hidden in
darkness and will expose the motives of men’s hearts. At that time each
will receive his praise from God.

The third use of krino is:
¢ Something that is God’s prerogative alone
* Itinvolves exposing the darkest recesses and motives of the
heart

John 7:24 — Stop judging by mere appearances, and make a right judgment.

To judge is to make an evaluation, or conclusion about another person’s
inmost being or value. It is to confuse actions with essence — which is
God’s job not ours. Judging people very subtly diminishes the person’s
worth and in the same breath elevates us.
