1. Conflict often occurs between you and somebody else
because you expect them to meet a need in your life that
only God can meet.

2. It is always more rewarding to restore a relationship than it
is to resent it the rest of your life.

3. There is a big difference between humility and humiliation.
Humility is the holding one’s power for the good of others.

4. Whatever you want from God, whatever you want God to
do in your life you’ve got to do it for others.
